The Tournaments will begin on June 11, 2022, please arrive 1 hr. prior to your game time and check-in with the Tournament Director.  Be sure you have your medical releases forms.

Upon arrival, the umpires will inspect all equipment.  All non-regulation equipment will be removed and stored at the check in table until the end of the game. 55 Minutes prior to game time, a coin toss between both managers will determine home or visitors.  Home team will occupy the third base dugout and supply a scorekeeper. Visitors will occupy the first base side and supply a pitch-count person.  You may place your equipment in your dugout after the coin toss, but do not go on the field prior to 35 minutes before game time. Pitcher warm-up ……. Only in warm-up area. Infield will start 35 minutes prior to start time for visitors and 25 minutes prior for home team.  The last 15 minutes will be for final field preparation, Little League Pledge, and final Umpire meetings.
Manager, Coaches and Players

1. Once the game begins, no spectators (includes parents) are allowed to talk to or distract the players, managers, or coaches while they are in the dugout.  Warning: This could be ejection from further participation in the game.
2. Players are to remain in the dugout when not on the playing field.  You must ask the umpire for permission to leave for any reason.
3. Please clean all trash from your dugout and spectator area before leaving the field.
4. Managers remember to make sure that the pitching record has been signed after each game.
5. Dress code for Managers and Coaches:  No Sandals or open toed shoes, no cleats. Shorts are permitted if they are hemmed, no cut-off.  Shirts must have sleeves, no tank tops.  Shirts should only have printing in support of the team, league, or Little League. (See Rule 1.11(i))
6. UN-sportsman like conduct will not be tolerated, profanity, throwing of equipment, inciting of fans or opposing players.  Umpires will make a judgment call and eject anyone in violation.

All Little League Regular Season rules will be enforced.
